
NOTES FROM A STAKEHOLDER MEETING WITH SCC PLACEMAKING TEAM

Gates 

There has been some confusing terminology used by SCC.  When they talk about a Gateway, they 
mean a comprehensive design around the entrance to a village including any road narrowing 
etc.  That is not being proposed for Compton.  However, they are happy to include gates where 
physically possible to sit together with the village boundary signs.  We concluded that rather than 

gates in the style of the lychgate at Compton Cemetery/Watts Chapel would work very well and be 
distinctive. 

 

Village Boundary Signs  

The options as set out in my email of 3 November were discussed.  Those will now be developed by 
SCC and after further consultation with us, 3 options will be put on Commonplace website for village 
residents to vote for their order of preference (1,2,3).

know they have allocated £10,000 for Compton signage.  They have already erected a sign coming 

 village signage until we have the 
draft options.   

 

Traffic Calming Measures for Down Lane and B3000 from A3 upto Spiceall 

We were shown preliminary design along the B3000 section.  This will be 20mph.  There are raised 
platforms at Down Lane and Spiceall junctions.  In between there will be 8 sets of double speed 
cushions.  The exact placement needs to be discussed and it is proposed the traffic designer will 
attend the next meeting, to be held before Christmas, to discuss this.  A pedestrian crossing is 
planned opposite the church -  I suggest the parish council needs to decide when and how to meet 
with affected parties to resolve any resulting issues.   

A detailed design is expected in early Feb 2026 with works starting in Oct 2026.   

 

Traffic Calming Measures from Spiceall to New Pond Road Entrance 

There are tentative plans for raised platforms at junctions of Polsted Lane and The 
Avenue.  
allow these platforms and any speed cushions.  Furthermore, there is nothing at all planned from 
The Avenue to the New Pond Road village entrance.  It was also mooted that with budget 



constraints it would be better to concentrate on doing the work in the western end of the village 
well and leaving the eastern end without any measures. 

We reacted to this strongly given this part of the village has the highest speeding 
problems.  Deveena agreed to firstly get an accurate assessment of whether or not there are lighting 
issues and secondly to review available traffic calming designs that could be installed at the village 
entrance.  

I think we need to apply as much pressure as possible for SCC to address this.  It is depressing that 
after all this time, and having rejected the average speed camera solution we could see best suited 
the circumstances, there has been so little thought on effective measures that can be delivered. On 

village. 

 

Project Management 

Deveena has been helpful throughout this process but she seems to have no project management 
support.  There should be a rigorous process of option review, planning, organizing resources and 
monitoring progress to deliver the agreed project within timetabl
work that way.  We can only keep discussing and encouraging them towards an effective outcome, 
but it is frustrating.
