Technical Information about this Website’s Accessibility 

Compton Parish Council is committed to making its website accessible, in 
accordance with the Public Sector Bodies (Websites and Mobile 
Applications) (No. 2) Accessibility Regulations 2018. 

• Content Performance: Most pages load within 2 seconds. Our 
average load time of 2.7 seconds ensures a smooth experience for 
users on slower connections. 

• Visual Design: We have improved contrast sensitivity on all file 
buttons and follow a logical heading hierarchy (H1, H2, etc.) to 
support screen readers. 

• Testing: This site was last self-tested on 1st February 2026 using 
the WAVE Web Accessibility Evaluation Tool. Pages on the main site 
scored between 8.5 and 8.9/10 with an average score of 8.7 and the 
Cemetery sub-site scored between 8.1 and 9.8/10 with an average 
score of 9.5/10. Using the Wix Accessibility Wizard, all flagged issues 
have been addressed with the exception of third party plug-ins, which
